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Greater Noida: The UP government will soon 
notify the declaration to rehabilitate some 
3,600 families affected due to the Jewar 
international airport project, clearing the decks 
for formally handing over the acquired land to 
concessionaire Zurich Airport International 
AG for starting construction. The airport is 
expected to be operational by 2023, with two 
runways in the first stage.

The district administration on Thursday 
compiled the responses it had received from 
people owning 50 hectares of land in Jewar 
Bangar village, which is going to be developed 
into a township for the project-affected 
families. Officials said nearly 1,400 people 
across 592 families would have to give up 
farming and animal husbandry once Jewar 
Bangar is transformed.

“A number of these 592 families, who would 
make way for the 3,627 airport-affected 
families, do not have a permanent house in 
Jewar Bangar but have been carrying out 
farming in the area for decades. We have 
received five objections and suggestions from 
these families and the same has been 
considered,” additional district magistrate 
(land acquisition) Balram Singh told TOI. “We 
will send our report to the UP government by 
Saturday with a recommendation to notify 
Section 19 of Land Acquisition Act,” he added.

Under the section, the Gautam Budh Nagar 
district administration would ask the 
government to start the process of acquiring 
land parcels by awarding two times the circle 
rate to the verified owners.

A total of 70 chunks have to be taken over in the 
village to rehabilitate the 3,500 displaced 
families, officials said.

Sources said that most of the objections received 
during the feedback collection process 
pertained to the value of borewell and trees and 
dispute between families over ownership of 
land title. Earlier in February, the social impact 
assessment study report compiled by Gautam 
Buddha University stated 48.097 hectares of 
land was the absolute bare minimum 
requirement for shifting 3,627 airport-affected 
families.

Prof KS Rao from Lucknow-based Giri Institute 
of Development Studies, was part of the impact 
study group. “We did not sense any resentment 
or anguish among the 592 families from Jewar 
Bangar. They were ready to give up their land 
in exchange of the compensation,” he said.

During the survey it was found that almost 40% 
of the families in Jewar Bangar made less than 
Rs 5,000 in a month. Among 592 families, 
some 122 did not own any land and were most 
vulnerable on account of losing livelihood. 
Such families would be given priority when 
Noida International Airport Limited starts 
giving out jobs or Rs 5 lakh compensation.

Noida/Ghaziabad: In the highest 
single-day surge so far, 143 people 
tested positive for Covid-19 in the 
past 24 hours in Noida, taking the 
total number of patients to 1,811 in 
the district.

Noida: Gautam Budh Nagar witnessed more than an 80% 
decline in the number of road accidents and related 
deaths during Covid-19 lockdown, from April 1 to May 
31, compared to the same period last year. The number of 
deaths caused by accidents also fell sharply but even on 
roads with little traffic, 14 people lost their lives.

Noida police registered 37 accidents between April 1 and 
May 31 this year, which is some five times lower than last 
year’s figure of 192 in the same period.In April 2020, 
there were 13 road accidents in the city, in which five 
people lost their lives and seven others sustained injuries, 
while 24 accidents occurred in May, killing nine people 
and injuring 16 others.In 2018 and 2019, the number of 
accidents in April were 109 and 90, respectively, in which 
40 and 45 people died, while 88 and 59 people were 
injured. Similarly in May, the number of accidents were 
84 and 102, respectively, in which 25 and 39 people lost 
their lives, while 68 and 77 people sustained 
injuries.However, the numbers have gone up from June 1 
— (Unlock 1.0) — with 13 accidents till date, in which 
six people died and eight others injured.But data suggests 
that it is still significantly lower than the same period in 
2018 and 2019. In the June of the last two years, there 
were 87 and 78 accidents, respectively, in which 42 and 
41 people died.Rajesh S, DCP (traffic), said that reducing 
collisions and deaths on roads are a top priority for the 
force. “It is fortunate to see the number of accidental 
deaths fall in this year. However, the truth is that there 
were less vehicles plying on the roads, which inevitably 
meant that there would be less collisions,” he said.

44-yr-old man dies

Noida: A 44-year-old man, who was 

suffering from fever and cough, 
died at the district hospital in 
Sector 30 on Wednesday, sparking 
fears of yet another Covid death.

Even though doctors attributed his 
death to heart attack, his family 
members pressed for a Covid test, 
c l a i m i n g  h e  h a d  s h o w n  
symptoms.According to his 
family members, Narendra 
Kumar, a cabby who weighed 
over 100kg, was down with fever 
for the past three days. “He 
vomited late on Wednesday night 
and was taken to the district 
hospital where he died,” his 
daughter told TOI.

Following the family’s request, the 
Noida police got his post-mortem 
and a Covid test done, despite 
doctors attributing his death to 
heart attack. Rajneesh Tyagi, an 
official from Sector 49 police 
station, said the Covid test was 
conducted by the doctors at the 
hospital before the autopsy.“His 
Covid-19 test report is awaited, 
but  the  post -mortem was 
conducted. We don’t know when 
the reports will come but he was 
cremated in the Antim Niwas in 
Sector 94 early on Thursday,” said 
another relative.

Gurgaon: In the first such exercise 
in the city, antigen testing was 
conducted on 50 people on 
Wednesday.

Bengal CM 
Mamata, 
Prashant 
Kishor 
strategise to 
control rebel 
TMC minister

Kolkata : West Bengal 
chief minister Mamata 
Banerjee and her 
election strategist 
Prashant Kishor are 
trying to control rebel 
party heavyweight and 
transport minister 
Suvendu Adhikari 
and his aides in the 
districts through 
talks and pressure 
tactics. Their efforts 
showed some apparent 
signs of success on 

Friday evening when 
the minister did not 
make controversial 
statements at the 
public programmes he 
attended. Earlier this 
week, senior Trinamool 
Congress (TMC) leaders 
told HT on condition 
of anonymity that 
Adhikari is unhappy 
with Banerjee’s nephew 
and Lok Sabha member 
Abhishek Banerjee 
and Kishor for making 

recent organizational 
changes and wants the 
party to field candidates 
of his choice at 65 
assembly seats spread 
across several districts. 
This is unacceptable to 
the leadership.
Assembly polls in 
Bengal are due in 
about six months. The 
Bharatiya Janata Party 
(BJP), which won 18 
of the state’s 42 Lok 
Sabha seats in 2019, 
has said that its doors 
are open for Adhikari 
if he is serious about 
switching sides. Many 
TMC leaders joined the 
BJP before and after 
the polls. Like some 
of them, the transport 
minister is also named 
in the CBI’s FIR in the 

Narada sting operation 
case.
Kishor, who was roped 
in by Banerjee after the 
Lok Sabha poll debacle, 
drove down from 
Kolkata to Adhikari’s 
home at Kanthi in East 
Midnapore district on 
Thursday evening. The 
minister, who threw 
a veiled challenge at 
the TMC from a huge 
rally on Tuesday, was 
not present at home. 
Kishor talked for more 
than two hours with his 
father Sisir Adhikari, 
the TMC’s most senior 
Lok Sabha member 
who represents the 
Kanthi constituency. 
TMC leaders aware 
of the development 
said Kishor conveyed 

to Adhikari that the 
leadership might 
consider discussing the 
minister’s demand for 
assembly poll tickets 
for some of his followers 
if he stops acting 
against the party. In 
a parallel move, the 
chief minister called up 
district leaders and said 
nobody should make 
any statement against 
Adhikari or his family. 
Suvendu Adhikari’s 
brother Dibyendu 
is the Lok Sabha 
member from Tamluk 
while Soumendu, the 
youngest of the three 
siblings, is chairman of 
the Kanthi municipality. 
The strategy apparently 
paid off within 24 
hours.
